Opera Terminology: 

● Aria - a song sung during an opera 
 
Mozart works 

● The ​Magic Flute​ (opera) 
○ Characters (in order of importance): Tamino, The Queen of the Night, Papageno, 

Pamina, Papagena, Sarastro, and Monostatos 
○ Important Arias: 

■ “Der Holle Rache” (“Hell’s Vengeance”) - AKA The Queen of the Night’s 
arias 

■ “O zittre nicht” (“Oh Tremble Not”) 
■ “O Isis und Osiris” (“O Isis and Osiris”) 

○ One sentence summary: Tamino, with help from Papageno, completes tasks to 
win Pamina, the daughter of the Queen of the Night 

○ Important plot element - Three ladies kill a serpent, but Papageno takes the 
credit for it, and the three ladies place a padlock on his mouth due to his lying 

● Don Giovanni​ (opera) 
○ Characters: Don Giovanni, Leporello, Il Commendatore (AKA Don Pedro), Donna 

Anna, Don Ottavio, Donna Elvira, Masetto and Zerlina 
○ Important arias: 

■ “Catalogue Aria” - list of Din Giovanni’s former lovers 
■ “Champagne Aria” 

○ One sentence summary: Don Giovanni kills the Il Commendatore and then gets 
dragged to Hell by a statue of the Il Commendatore that comes to life as 
retribution. 

● The ​Marriage of Figaro​ (opera) 
○ Note, shares many of the same characters as Giachino Rossini’s ​The Barber of 

Seville​ because they are in a trilogy together. Both will be asked in Quizbowl 
○ Characters: Figaro, Susanna, Count Ceprano, Countess Rosina, Dr. Bartolo, 

Cherubino, Marcellina, Basilio, Barbarina, Don Curzio 
○ One sentence summary: Figaro, Susanna, and Countess Rosina outwit Count 

Ceprano’s attempts to stop Figaro and Susanna’s wedding. 
● Jupiter​ Symphony​ (No. 41 - his last) 
● Requiem Mass​ in D minor 

○ Completed by Franz Sussmayr 
● Eine Kleine Nachtmusik​ (A Little Night Music) 
● Names of other symphonies: Great G minor, Little G minor, Haffner, Linz, and Paris 
● Clarinet Concerto​ in A minor​ for Anton Stadler 
● Coronation​ Piano Concerto
